Guided Teaching Lesson Format

Summarising


	Procedure
	Example

	Select a text: Ensure that the selected text will allow you to demonstrate the comprehension strategy and the ‘teaching idea’. 


	Strategy: Summarising

Text : Storms
Teaching Idea: V.I.P’s

	Review the comprehension strategies: Review the strategies that have already been explicitly taught.
	Say: We have been learning about the things that happen in our brains when we read texts. We have been learning to predict, where we think about what might happen next in a text. 


	Highlight the comprehension strategy: Highlight the new strategy that will be the focus for the guided teaching.
	Say: Today we will be practising how to summarise as we are reading parts of Storms. Summarising is finding the important information from a text. It helps us to use just the important pieces of information.  
Let’s look at some of the questions we might ask ourselves when we summarise.

	Explicitly model: Explicitly model the ‘teaching idea’. 

Read a section of a text and use ‘think aloud’ to describe the comprehension strategy that is the lesson focus. 

Demonstrate how to use the ‘teaching idea’ to support the comprehension strategy.  

	Read the first paragraph of ‘Storms’. Think aloud and discuss the beginning of thunderstorms. Say: Look for main ideas, main themes and parts you think are important. To do this, think about what you would tell another person about what you have read. I am going to underline all of the very important points – V.I.P’s. 
Read the text stopping to think aloud, point out important ideas and points as you go and underline them
· Thunderstorm starts
· Pushed up 

· Insolation - thermals
· Multiple wind directions

	Guide students to read: Guide students to read a part of the text that they are to read. If a new text, introduce the book, discuss the main character, topic or theme.

	Guide students to read the next paragraph of ‘Storms’ underlining the V.I.P’s. 

	Students practice: students practice by reading the next few sections of the text on their own, using the ‘teaching idea’ to record their comprehension. Invite students to share their ideas.  

	Students read the last paragraph of ‘Storms’ underlining the V.I.P’s.

Students then share their summary points as a whole class. Discuss similarities and differences in points. 

	Reflect: reflect on how using the ‘teaching idea’ helps to understand the text.


	Discuss as whole class how VIP’s helped us to understand the text and gain information about Storms.
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
